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581. NK-Pekahiah succeeded his father Menahem, who died
in the fiftieth year of Uzziah, king of Judah, and he reigned
for two years. {#2Ki 15:23}
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583. NK-Pekah, the son of Remaliah, killed Pekahiah in his
own palace in Samaria. He then reigned in Pekahiah's place

for twenty years reckoned from the fifty-second year of
Uzziah king of Judah. {#2Ki 15:25,27} [E59]
